To assemble a cord plug, proceed as follows: a2
1. Strip cable as shown in illustration 0937 - [7:62]
2. Azsemble cord plug parts and cable as shown in [2.38] r_
exploded view of male or female plug. if cable is
larger than 115 inch (2,92 mm) outside diarneter [
Series TA["FL or TA")ML (without bushing) should
e used.
3. Solder leads (22 AWG maximum) to terminals L A
on insert, - B [4.32]
4, Slide insulating spacer forward to interlock into [B.89] MAXIMUM DIAMETER
insert, If necessary, rotate spacer to assure
interlocking fit.
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5. Slide cable clamp forward over spacer. Rotate, if
necessary, o assure interlocking fit.
NOTE: Make sure insert, spacer and clamp are
property interlocked and fit tightly together before
proceeding. See crimping ilustration.

€. Press forward slightly on cable and crimp rear set
of ears on clamp. Make sure insert, spacer and
clamp stay interocked and press tightly together
as crimping s dene, See llustration.

T Carefully crimp front ears around cable braid,
(Crmp rear ears around cable),

&. Push completed assembly into rear of housing.
If necessary, rotate assembly to assure nib on
clamp fits into slot on housing. Sees crimping
illustration to identify full insertion point of
assembly into housing.

8. Slide end cap forward and thread it onto housing
for securs, complated plug.
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
